Toshiba’s data projectors TLP-560/561 and TLP-260/261 – novelties in the tried and tested entry class

Toshiba’s Professional Visual Products division puts four new LCD projectors from its line of data and video projectors for the entry segment on the market. At this year’s CeBIT, the TLP-560 and TLP-561 as well as the TLP-260 and TLP-261 will be presented in the business segment. The models designed for the conferencing sector and for mobile use offer a brightness of 1,300 ANSI lumens (TLP-560/561)and 1,500 ANSI lumens (TLP-260/261, both with a contrast ratio of 400:1. The technical feature referred to as „short throw“ lens is a wide angle lens that enables a diagonal image display of 2.5 meters at a throw distance of just two meters from the wall. Moreover, the lens shift function allows the user to change the projection surface in height. The new projectors are perfect carry-on devices for presentations in smaller conference and training halls.

The four new projector models offer a variety of possibilities for users from the entry sector who can’t do without Toshiba’s reliable quality products. The models replace the successful predecessors TLP-550/1 and TLP-250/1 from this class.

The projectors with a weight of only 3.2 kilograms (3.9 kilograms including camera) are equipped with a RGB, video and S-video input as well as a RGB output for connecting an external monitor. Just like their predecessors, these models have a fashionable design and will be available at a cost-effective price from € 2,690.

All models will available as of April 2002 from distributors and specialized dealers: the TLP-260 at a price of € 2,690 plus VAT, the model TLP-261 equipped with a projection camera at a price of  € 3,590. The TLP-560 will be available at a price of € 3,790 plus VAT. The respective model including camera, the TLP-561, will cost € 4,890.
