Both new models can be used in the most different settings due to a number of existing connections and interfaces: Each model includes one DVI, RGB, video and S-video input as well as two audio inputs. One additional feature of the projector is the digital keystone correction feature for clear presentation of image borders. 

Both new projectors allow vertical as well as horizontal correction. The TLP-780 and the TLP-781 are HDTV compatible and process NTSC, PAL and SECAM signals. For both new high end models, Toshiba has introduced an entirely new housing design, combining state of the art technology with appealing design.

The projection camera integrated into the TLP-781 is perfectly suitable for presenting documents, foils or smaller items. 1.45 million pixels account for extremely high resolution. The portable projector weighs only 5 kilograms, its family member TLP-780 only 4.2 kilograms.
