Simply connect the DVD player or video recorder to the projector; additional installation of software is not required. The menu guide of the TLP-MT3, due to its clear icon menu, is as easy to operate as the remote control that comes with the projector.

The Toshiba projector includes an S-Video and a video input each for connecting a DVD player or video recorder, one RGB input, one RGB output as well as two connections for external loudspeakers (audio in/out). 

The TLP-MT3 processes all conventional video signals, such as NTSC, PAL and SECAM. It is HDTV-suitable and compatible with PCs and Macintosh computers. Moreover, the home cinema projector offers the keystone correction feature which guarantees clear and unblurred image borders.
