The DLP chip is as large as a stamp and consists of microscopically tiny mirrors – one for each pixel – that project the light by means of a color wheel. What is more, the TDP-P4 uses a newly developed micro reflector.

The Toshiba projector is data and video-capable and offers a multitude of features. It has a DVI input, processes all common video signals, such as NTSC, PAL and SECAM, is suitable for HDTV and compatible with PCs and Macintosh computers. Furthermore, the projector offers digital keystone correction of +/- 20 degrees. The TDP-P4’s full-function mouse remote control ensures a high degree of mobility and ease of use thanks to its clear icon menu.

TDP-P4 – a new model with a new name 

The new Toshiba projector has borrowed its name from the current product line of Toshiba notebooks. TDP-P4 stands for „Toshiba Digital Projector – Portégé 4“ and refers to the „Portégé“ line of Ultra Portable Notebooks also characterized by compact dimensions and light weight.
