With SVGA resolution, contrast ratio of 2,000:1 and high brightness of 2,000 ANSI lumens, the projector guarantees outstanding picture quality and razor-sharp contours, even in less than ideally darkened rooms. In addition, the S80’s Natural Colour Enhancer (NCE) system combines with three image mode options to deliver optimum colour reproduction. The projector’s sleek silver design is also an eye-catcher for both living-rooms and conference halls. And if you can’t bear to be parted from your S80, it’s light enough to accompany you everywhere. 
With technical specs like these, it’s clear that the S80 is a major contender for both the home cinema and business sectors. Its DLPTM technology boosts the contrast ratio to a high 2,000:1, paired with an equally impressive brightness reading of 2.000 ANSI lumens. Belying the S80’s compact dimensions, these features deliver top-quality, razor-sharp images that lose none of their brilliance even in inadequately darkened rooms. In addition, Toshiba's own Natural Colour Enhancer system irons out the colour fidelity problems that have been the bugbear of previous DLPTM projectors. The projector’s integrated NCE chip renders more natural colour reproduction and gives colours their full spectrum of brilliance.

With three selectable image modes, image reproduction can also be optimized for every situation and viewing taste. The High Brightness mode is designed for PowerPoint presentations in brightly lit rooms, while True Colour mode delivers lifelike colours and is particularly good for video signals. The extra-low noise fan is a definite plus point for the success of both presentations and home cinema evenings, operating discreetly and near-inaudibly behind softly spoken presenters or romantically whispered movie scenes.
Flexible and easy to operate for everyday use 
The S80’s external design is also tailored to convenience and flexibility. Two RGB and three video inputs (RCA, S-video and Component via D-sub 15 pin) enable an array of data sources from notebook to DVD player to be connected to the projector, and the audio inputs (mini-jack and 2 x 2RCA) ensure that sound quality matches image quality in the boardroom or – most important – the living room. The S80 also features an RGB monitor output plus audio output. An ultra-practical design feature is the clear arrangement of all connectors on the projector’s rear panel, avoiding pesky cable snarl-ups in business and leisure situations.
The remote control unit supplied enables presenters to move completely freely through the conference room, and home cinema fans to mastermind almost all the S80’s functions from the comfort of their armchairs. A further user-friendly feature is the on-screen display (OSD), allowing even novice users to select a variety of data sources simply and rapidly, or adjust the S80 to suit ambient conditions. 

Serious home cinema buffs can also switch from 4:3 to 16:9 format. And when the projector is not in use it can be fully switched off at the Hard On/Off-Switch to save power. In addition, the Eco mode both saves power and extends the lifespan of the lamp. Finally, light fingers are deterred by the protective Kensington Lock.
