Extras, such as the ECO mode or the remote control with an integrated laser pointer in combination with a clear and simple menu structure guarantee problem-free and uncomplicated presentations. 

The new projector models presented by Toshiba have an entirely new design. The housing has a two color shade design, thus combining top technology with elegant look.

The new Toshiba devices are compatible with all conventional PC systems and are, among other things, equipped with two RGB, one video and one S video connection, two audio inputs and one monitor output. The component input guarantees excellent video images, for example by connecting a DVD player. Both projectors can process HDTV, DTV, PAL, SECAM and NTSC signals. For sharper edges independent of the projector’s location, the T400 and the T401 feature automatic and digital keystone correction (+/-15 degrees).

Toshiba T401 – Unique model with built-in projection camera
The projection camera integrated in the T401 model (810,000 pixels) lets you include sketches, foils and smaller items into your presentation more flexibly to make it livelier and more vivid. Furthermore, the projection camera includes the functions overlay and white balance.

The new Toshiba models T400 and T401 are available from September from distributors and specialized traders at a recommended price of € 4,350 for the T400 and € 5,490 for the T401, both plus VAT.
