Outputs comprise an RGB output for monitor connection and an audio output. All inputs and outputs are neatly and clearly arranged at the back of the projector, streamlining presentation and avoiding cable snarl-ups in the conference room, but also simplifying cabling of the projector if permanent installation is required – on the ceiling or elsewhere.

The remote control unit (supplied) gives rapid, convenient access to all functions of the T80. In addition, the easy-operation icon-based on-screen display (OSD) enables even novice presenters to adjust the T80 to their conference conditions rapidly and simply, or to switch between data sources. Image format is also adjustable from 4:3 to 16:9. The Eco mode can be set to extend lamp life, and the Hard-On/Off Switch enables the T80 to be switched off completely to save power. Finally, the T80 is protected by a Kensington Lock to thwart any would-be thieves.
