Besides the tech specs, a generous array of ports also make the T90 as flexible as you can get. Two RGB ports and two video inputs (RCA and S‑Video) allow a variety of data sources to be connected, while three audio inputs (one mini-jack and two RCAs) cater to the acoustic side of presentations. One RGB output and one audio output are also provided. The clearly designed layout of all inputs and outputs on the back of the projector is exceptionally practical. As a result, even presentations that involve multiple data sources do not get snarled up in an unmanageable tangle of wires. A useful alternative is the permanent installation of the T90 on the ceiling or a conference table. In this case, laying the wires is even easier and does not create a distracting, untidy impression during presentations. 
A remote control unit makes it child's play to operate the individual functions of the T90. It also gives users the mobility to move freely around the room while delivering presentations. A new icon-based On Screen Display (OSD) function even lets less experienced users quickly adapt the T90 to the given presentation conditions, or to switch between different data sources. The T90 also has a Hard On/Off switch, so that the projector can be switched off completely for safety reason when it is not in use for some time.
"The T90 enriches our range of performance-class projectors. It is specially designed for use at meetings and in conferences. Its new DLPTM* chip ensures extreme accuracy and faithful color reproduction in data mode," says Gerd Holl, Director Sales and Marketing at Toshiba PVP.
