Besides such powerful luminance, the use of proven DLPTM technology with a 2000:1 contrast ratio ensures razor-sharp projections and vivid color reproduction. A lightweight build and compact casing make the T98 the projector of choice for conferencing and mobile applications. Even in standby mode, its elegant metallic design is guaranteed to turn heads.
The T98 delivers top performance but is compact enough to satisfy users who demand absolute flexibility and mobility. Even conference rooms that cannot be darkened properly are no problem for the new business projector from Toshiba. A resolution of 1024 x 768 pixels combines with sharp contrast of 2000:1 to bring conferences to life with rich colors and crisp, clear images. The Natural Color Enhancer (NCE) developed by Toshiba optimizes color reproduction. Users can choose between three different picture modes (brightness, standard and true color) to produce perfect, natural color tones. Tipping the scales at just 2.9 kg, the featherweight T98 is the ideal companion for business travelers.
A generous assortment of connection options make the T98 extremely versatile. Two RGB and two video inputs (RCA and S-Video) are provided to handle various data sources. Three audio inputs (one mini-jack and two RCA inputs) accommodate sound to enrich presentations. One RGB and one audio output allow audiovisual data to be fed into a sound system and/or monitor. All inputs and outputs are intelligently positioned to keep all wires and leads discreetly hidden from view behind the projector during a presentation. That goes for both ceiling-mounted and desktop installations.
A remote control unit (supplied) activates the individual functions of the T98. The person delivering the presentation is thus not bound to the projector but can move freely through the room, devoting his or her full attention to the audience. An icon-based on-screen display (OSD) allows even first-time users to navigate effortlessly through the T98's intuitively designed menu. Users can switch at will between different data sources, instantly adapting the projector to varying environmental conditions.
"The T98 is an important addition to our performance-class product program. When we developed this new business projector, we concentrated our efforts on improving the light yield. At the same time, we wanted the model to be extremely flexible, mobile and easy to use," says Gerd Holl, General Manager at Toshiba PDT. "We believe the T98 impressively combines all these key features. Moreover, thanks to DLP technologyTM and our Natural Color Enhancer, it guarantees high-contrast, true-color presentations every time."
