On stand 6H2 in hall 1 at CeBIT 2005, Toshiba Projection & Display Technology (PDT), a leading provider of professional data and video projectors, will be showing off the TW300 and T250 – two bright luminaries in its new "easy-to-use" range of business projectors. Both models really do live up to this claim: Despite an impressive spectrum of functions, they are child's play to operate. Ideal for conferencing situations and permanent installations, they are equally well suited to educational applications. 3000 ANSI lumens and contrast of 2000:1 ensure clear XGA-resolution projection even in comparatively bright rooms. The two low-noise DLP projectors from Toshiba also boast a wealth of new features to guarantee successful presentations in conference halls or lecture theaters. The TW300 retains a slot for USB memory sticks and a PCMCIA terminal. Presentations can thus be read straight from a USB memory stick, dispensing with the need to hook up a notebook. The built-in PCMCIA adapter slot supports wireless data transfer via WLAN, so delivering high-quality presentations has never been so flexible and convenient. Both models are LAN-capable. One special feature of Toshiba's easy-to-use philosophy is a "blackboard function" that lets either projector adapt to green, gray or black backgrounds. Other novelties include security functions such as password and key-lock protection to guard against unauthorized use. 
The silver design of both models is as well thought-through as it is elegant: The lamps fitted in ceiling-mounted projectors can be changed without having to dismantle the projector.
The new TW300 and T250 projectors remain faithful to Toshiba's proven use of DLP™ technology, which delivers a contrast ratio of 2000:1 at a resolution of 1024 x 768 pixels and a brightness of 3000 ANSI lumens.
Easy-to-use projectors make for convenient presentations
Innovative split-screen and picture-in-picture functions open up unusual ways to liven up presentations. Input from two sources can be reproduced simultaneously by dividing the projection surface into two equal halves (split-screen mode) or by projecting a small section of one picture within the larger, full-screen image (picture-in-picture mode). Users can, for example, run a PowerPoint presentation and then make an important point by showing a video at the same time, adding a welcome touch of creativity to talks and lectures. The Natural Color Enhancer (NCE) guarantees optimized color reproduction, ensuring clear whites and natural primary colors. Three picture modes (brightness, standard and true color) let users vary output to accommodate different input sources and environmental conditions. Numerous ports allow the new business projectors from Toshiba to communicate with all common input sources. The back panel features an RGB input, plus component (BNC), composite and S-Video inputs and a DVI-I port (analogue and digital). Nor is there any shortage of audio inputs: Both models include everything from RGB/DVI audio through video/S-Video audio. A serial RS232 port and an RJ45 slot for LAN connectivity add the finishing touches to a truly versatile selection of connection options. At 32 dB in normal mode and 28 dB in eco-mode, both projectors are very quiet to run, despite such powerful luminance. Other user-friendly features include the auto focus, motorized zoom and automatic vertical and horizontal keystone correction functions on the TW300. Thanks to the latter function, the projector automatically optimizes its own image focus and trapezoid settings. A quick start feature gets the TW300 and T250 ready to run immediately, while instant shutdown deactivates them at the touch of a button, without a preliminary cooling phase.
Flexible and secure deployment in conferencing situations, permanent installations and education
Today's companies are keen to consistently communicate their corporate identity. The new business projectors from Toshiba therefore let users store their company logo and have this displayed ahead of presentations. Password-protection guards against unauthorized access. Also, to optimize presentations in educational contexts, a blackboard function allows both the TW300 and the T250 to project onto white, gray, green or black backgrounds. That eliminates the need to buy a projection screen. During presentations, the remote control unit (supplied) can also be used as a laser pointer.
"The new 'easy-to-use' philosophy embodied by our TW300 and T250 business projectors makes a breathtaking array of functions child's play to use. Even first-time users can get the most out of these feature-rich business all-rounders – to maximize the impact of their presentations," says Gerd Holl, General Manager at Toshiba PDT. "The TW300 and T250 projectors are especially well suited to conferencing situations and permanent installations, but are also an attractive alternative for use in schools and universities."
