Toshiba X4100: ultrabright high end

Toshiba’s Professional Visual Products division will present its new LCD high end projector X4100 at this year’s Photokina. Offering 4,100 ANSI lumens, this new projector is extraordinarily bright. For the very first time, PVP is presenting a projector in this performance class. What is more, the X4100 provides a high contrast ratio of 800:1. Apart from a standard lens allowing a throw distance of between 1.8 and 14.7 meters, Toshiba customers can optionally purchase interchangeable lenses (long zoom and short zoom lens) to cover larger distances to the projection surface. Images at distances of up to 34 meters are projected just perfectly. Due to its increased performance, the X4100 is also just perfect for the installation area in larger rooms or halls. 

The Micro Lens Array Technology (MLA) on which the new Toshiba X4100 is based, ensures optimum bundling of light which, in combination with the 275 W high performance lamp, results in very bright image display. Those users who intend to use the new model mainly for presentations that don’t require maximum brightness can benefit from the Eco mode. It decreases the brightness of the X4100 to 77 percent which corresponds to a brightness of around 3,000 ANSI lumens. This procedure protects the lamp.

Thanks to an extremely high number of interfaces and connections, the new X4100 is capable of processing almost any input source. The projector is equipped with one DVI and S video each as well as RCA pin inputs for video sources. Audio inputs include two RCA and two Stereo Mini Jack connections. The X4100 is HDTV(YUV) and DTV compatible and processes the signals NTSC, PAL, SECAM, NTSC4.43 and PAL-M/N.
To achieve clear image borders independent of the location of the projector, the X4100 provides a horizontal and vertical digital keystone correction feature of 20 degrees and 80 degrees, respectively. Thanks to the lens shift function, the entire projection surface can be changed in height, if desired.

Availability, price and warranty 

The X4100 will be available from September from distributors and specialized traders at a recommended price of € 11,900 plus VAT.
